After his death there was no doubt that the memory of the deceased will give us the strength to resolutely
continue with our work for the benefit of children and parents. His personality will be kept alive within this
foundation also in the future.

As Karl Kuibel would have wanted it, the directions for the future have been set and all activities will be con-
tinued. Two special events happened in the project work of our Family Forum department in 2006: On the
one hand, the 1% German Family Day in the middle of May in Berlin, where the foundation represented the
family-friendly Hesse state together with the Ministry of Social Affairs of Hesse and the hessenstiftung — fa-
milie hat zukunft (“Hesse Foundation - family is the future”). On the other hand, the most important event was
the starting signal for the 4™ Hessian Family Day at the end of July, 2006: The city of Eschborn was selected
as the venue. Numerous organisations from the field of family social work and thousands of visitors are ex-
pected to come to the big event on 30th June, 2007.

Besides this the department has continued with its long-term engagements in the area of media pedagogy
and the prevention project “Elternschule — das Baby verstehen” (,The School for Parents — understanding
the baby"); the latter is well received in public especially because of its approach to strengthen the child-
parent-relationship at an early stage.

With their courses and events in 2006 the three German educational institutes took up many current issues
like personality development, life in relationships and professional further education. In addition to re%;ular
courses, our positions have been made clear to the public: The Felsenweg Institute organized the 10 " Saxon
Family Day on the 16™ June in Gorlitz on request of the provincial government of Saxony. The FamilyGames
of the Institute in Dresden are growing increasingly popular. The Osterberg Institute presented itself success-
fully on the Day of Foundations of Schleswig-Holstein at the beginning of May, and the Odenwald Institute
gave important impulses for a renewal of the education system at its annual conference ,The Strength of En-
thusiasm — a Basis for Successful Education” in autumn. Also economically the institutes show positive re-
sults: The open days for participants and visitors stand for consolidation and growth.

In the field of development cooperation we strongly supported the Tsunami Aid in India with the donation
project ,Hesse helps the flood victims" and increased projects against child labour and poverty in rural re-
gions at the same time. In the Philippines we continued the struggle against child prostitution and slave traf-
ficking with girls and, furthermore, supported discriminated groups of the population in the cities as well as in
rural areas. Our projects in Kosovo which we have been pursuing for some years together with the Federal
Government and the relief organisation CARE with the aim to overcome the ethnic conflicts in the crisis re-
gion are working very well. Our engagement abroad was accompanied by political educational work on de-
velopment cooperation in Germany: Our Youth Campaign organised numerous teacher enhancement train-
ings, action days and workshops in the Rhine-Main area and in south of Hesse.

Given the wide range of our activities we would like to introduce some of the most significant projects and
events to you. We hope that with this annual report we can convince you of our work and would be pleased
to welcome you as one of our supporters and friends soon, towards whom we would like to express our grati-
tude at this opportunity.

Key Aspects

»1he School for Parents — understanding the baby*, ,Erfurt Netcode®,,FLIMMO" and the ,Hessian Family
Day" — these four keywords stand for the variety of the family-related work of the foundation within Germany
which was organized by the Family Forum department in 2006. At the same time these measures represent
the main pillars of action of the forum: the preventive approach relating towards expectant and young par-
ents, the field of media pedagogy with a focus on internet and television services that are appropriate for
children and public relations and shaping of public opinion in favour of more family-friendly policies in Ger-
many.

Family Social Work is a Central Objective of the Foundation.

,We promote a social environment which is child- and family-friendly and help develop the social climate that
is needed to achieve this aim*“.

~We identify challenges for families in life within the context of social change and address them within the
scope of the activities of the foundation®.

~We support initiatives which aim at a child- and family-friendly society, build up networks with partners and
friends and help create a public awareness for current issues in family policy*.

The School for Parents: Strengthening Child-Parent-  Relationship
www.focus-familie.de

The "School for Parents — understanding the baby" stands for a course program to strengthen the child-
parent-relationship as early as possible so that detrimental developments of the child or in the family sur-
roundings can already be prevented at an early stage. To meet this development, the family therapist Prof.
Dr. med. Manfred Cierpka of the University Hospital of Heidelberg has over the past four years developed
the “School for Parents” which is based on the latest findings in infant brain research. The development of
the draft and the first test runs have been supported by the Family Forum of the Karl Kuebel Foundation
since 2003 with about 120,000 Euros. In addition to the nationwide courses offered by the non-profit organi-
zation “Focus Familie GmbH” the effectiveness of the program

is being academically tested in a nationwide unique model pro-

ject in the Bergstral3e district since the beginning of 2006.

The main objective of the project which in preliminarily limited
to one year is to reach as many young or expectant parents as
possibly. Extensive preparatory work was required for this pur-
pose: Experts in pre-natal care like midwives, paediatricians
and gynaecologists were trained free of charge with support of
the district to be multipliers of the School for Parents.

Now all together 33 experts offer own courses in the model re-

gion. Leading health insurance companies were able to be

convinced by the concept of the School for Parents and pay for

the largest amount of the fees, so that the share of the parents Strengthening the child-parent-relationship
only adds up to 17 Euros. is the main idea of the School for Parents.

With an annual rate of 2,000 births in the district the head of the district authority Matthias Wilkes estimates
that about 30 to 40 percent of the parents will take part in the project. The increasing number of reports on
abuse and neglect of children in the media show how important this model project is. If the project proves to
be successful in the BergstralRe district, it will facilitate spreading the idea throughout the whole of Germany.
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Appropriate Services for Children on the Internet
www.erfurter-netcode.de

Together with the catholic and protestant church, the state of Thuringia, the provincial
media institutions of Thuringia and North Rhine-Westphalia as well as the city of Erfurt the
Family Forum created an other important area of the preventive work: the "Erfurt Netcode*
— a guide for Internet services that are appropriate for children. The initiative was founded
in November, 2002 under the impression of events of the 26th April, 2002 where a student
ran amok at Erfurt Gutenberg High School.

The purpose of the Erfurt Netcode is to introduce children to use and work with the internet
in a competent and independent manner - always with having the highest possible security
for the adolescents in mind. The seal with the jumping Kangaroo may only be used by
those who offer sites with high quality and which are especially appropriate for age for
children.

The seal of approval was awarded during the Children's Film and Television Days ,Goldener Spatz* (“Golden
Sparrow”) on the 25th April, 2006 for the third time. An independent committee of voluntary experts had se-
lected three out of 17 applicants in an intensive procedure beforehand. Since the first award in February
2005 meanwhile (2006) 16 internet service providers are carrying this symbol of quality. Several dozen ap-
plicants could not fulfil the strict requirements of the association.

Better Television
www.flimmo.tv

Parents often worry about the television viewing behaviour of her children. Together with the provincial me-
dia institutions and the International Central Institute for Youth and Educational Television (1ZI) the Karl Kue-
bel Foundation brought another main field of action in the area of media pedagogy to life in 1996: the asso-
ciation "Programmberatung fuer Eltern e.V.” (“Association for Counselling Parents on Television Pro-
grammes”) which publishes the consultation magazine FLIMMO. Between 2005 and in the end of 2006 the
Austrian organisation Pro Juventute also belonged to the association.

The magazine FLIMMO is published three to four times a year alongside with the TV programme. Television
programmes are evaluated in it from a child’s point of view and are arranged in three categories - from
"good" to "heavy stuff". The target group are 3 to 13-year-olds. Besides the brochure the association offers a
webpage www.flimmo.tv which is updated every 14 days.

With regard to the content the project is supervised by the "JFF —
Institut fir Medienpadagogik in Forschung und Praxis” (“Institute for
Media Pedagogy in Research and Practice”). The JFF supports the
FLIMMO with its decades of research experience in the field of
children and television.

The association "Programmberatung fuer Eltern e.V.” celebrated 0™
anniversary in 2006. On the 26th January the Karl Kuebel
Foundation was elected into the board of directors again for another
two-year-term. Here the foundation is responsible for the finances.

Eschborn is the Venue

As decided in July 2006 the town in the Main-Taunus district will be the
site of the events on the 30th June, 2007. “Eschborn, a family-friendly
town located in the countryside, but close to one of the major cities, and
with striking modern architecture will be the meeting point for families
from all parts of Hesse on this day” the Minister of Social Affaires, Silke
Lautenschlager, said when announcing the decision. Together with the
Karl Kuebel Foundation and each hosting local community the Ministry
of Social Affaires of Hesse will organise the event.

Eschborn has distinguished itself as a family city. Hidden behind the impressive buildings of big companies
lies a city with a diverse and distinctive family life. Family-friendly institutions, federations, associations and
activities are ground-breaking. Local alliances for the family are exemplary. In addition, Eschborn is well put
up for the demographic change. This is confirmed by both the FamilyAtlas survey conducted by the Chamber
of Industry and Commerce Frankfurt in 2006 and the study on demographic changes by the Bertelsmann-
Foundation in 2006.

Objectives of the Hessian Family Day

The aims of the event initiated on suggestion of the Karl Kuebel Foundation are to increase the awareness of
the needs and interests of families in public and to promote a family- and child-friendly environment at all
levels of society. By conducting the Family Day a platform was created where various service providers from
this field can present themselves. Visitors can find out all about the Hesse-wide offers for families and new
ways in family policies. They have the possibility to chat with politicians on family policies. They get to know
the actors in the regional and national family social work; the whole family can enjoy a colourful entertain-
ment programme.

Application and Choice Criteria

At the beginning of April 2006 the Ministry of Social Affairs of Hesse (HSM) and the Karl Kuebel Foundation
had invited the local authorities of Hesse to apply for hosting the Family Day on the 30th June, 2007. Appli-
cants were to submit a detailed application to the HSM until the end of May. To be able to host such a big
event the local communities must have a suitable infrastructure and logistics.

The Preparations

In a briefing at a press conference in the middle of September 2006 the Family Day town Eschborn, the HSM
and the Karl Kuebel Foundation presented the key points and the motto ,Familie ist Leben” (“Family means
life”) of the 4™ Hessian Family Day. Wilhelm Speckhart, mayor of Eschborn, used the opportunity to invite all
associations and organisations of Eschborn and its surroundings to participate in developing the programme
on the subject family, integration and generations.

On the 23rd November the associations which are interested in taking part in the Family Day were invited to
a briefing in the city hall of Eschborn and were informed about the current state of the planning. They had the
possibility to assign her offers to the “topic streets” of the Family Day, to introduce alternative proposals and
suggestions and to clarify questions. Artists were invited; the first confirmations arrived in November. By the
end of 2006 already about 80 organisations had registered for the 4th Hessian Family Day.

Strong children at the 3th Hessian Family Day in
2005 in Hofgeismar
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History of the Family Day

At the end of 2001 the Karl Kuebel Foundation and the Ministry of Social Affairs of Hesse had developed the
idea to organise the Hessian Family Day together. The Hesse-wide event has been part of the family policy
actions of Hesse from the start and has the aim to set an example for more family friendliness at all levels.
The Family Day celebrated its premiére in August 2002 in the town of Bensheim (Southern Hesse) with
12,000 visitors. At the second anniversary in 2003 36,000 visitors were counted in Fulda. Since 2003 the
event has been conducted every two years. The third Hessian Family Day in 2005 lured 30,000 visitors to
Hofgeismar.

The First German Family Day in Berlin

The “Hesse Foundation — family is the future”, the Ministry of Social
Affairs of Hesse and the Karl Kuebel Foundation informed about
their main objectives and successful initiatives of the Hessian family
policy at their stall at the first German Family Day on the 15th May,
2006 in Berlin. Among others the topics of the Karl Kuebel Founda-
tion were the "School for Parents — understanding the baby" and
the Hessian Family Day. Giinter Refle, the head of the Felsenweg
Institute, represented the position of the Karl Kuebel Foundation in
a panel discussion on the subject of ,Diverse and colourful — chil-
dren get early support* amongst other prominent participants.

Together with its partners the Karl Kuebel Foundation introduced
the new motto ,Families live in Hesse" to the public. The logo for
the action shows a family of lions just like the coat of arms of
Hesse; on the one hand it stands for protection and security, on the
other hand for the appealing strength which goes out from family.
From now on the three institutions want to draw attention to their
specific projects for the benefit of parents and children in Hesse by
using the new word mark and logo at events and actions they do
together.

In the model project “Studieren und Forschen mit Kind” (,Studying and Researching with a child”) which is
designed as a four year qualitative long term survey to be conducted at the different Universities in Giessen
the first measures were able to be implemented. In October 2006 the Day Care Network for studying parents
was launched. For up to 28 children 280 hours of care are available weekly (www.hochschule-und-kind.de).

The business of the "hesse foundation - family is the future”, founded in 2001, have been conducted by

Karl Kuebel Foundation since the middle of 2004

In the program area ,Fathers in Work and Family” the compatibility of family and work is in respect of the
equal opportunities also understood as a challenge for men and fathers. In this project area the “hesse foun-
dation - family is the future” co-operates closely with “Aktionsforum Manner und Leben — Vereinbarkeit von
Beruf und Familie" (“Action Forum Men and Life — Compatibility of Work and Family“) and supported its 2"
conference on the 12™ January 2006 with the title “Kinder machen Vaeter. Maenner zwischen Kind und Kar-
riere” (,Children make Fathers. Men between Career and Family*). On the 16" March 2006 another congress
took place in Kassel under the headline “Vereinbarkeit von Beruf und Familie: Vaeter werden aktiv!” (,Com-
patibility of Work and Family: Fathers get active!") and was organised together with the non-profit Hertie
Foundation and the Ministry of Social Affairs of Hesse.

The "Kinderbarometer Hessen” (“Children’s Barometer of Hesse") for which the second questioning of
approx. 2,300 pupils was already carried out in summer 2005 was able be made accessible to an interested
public by being published in form of a book in July for the first time. The “Children’s Barometer of Hesse" was
assigned to be conducted also for 2006 and a co-operation with the “German Children’s Barometer* was en-
sure for 2007.

Besides this the results of the new action ,Kinder bewerten ihre Stadt” (“Children Evaluate their City") were
presented on the 2" March 2006. From October to December 2005 a total of 2.412 children from 149 differ-
ent groups in 51 cities resp. communities of Hesse took part in the survey to examine exactly how child-
friendly their hometowns actually are. In March 2006 suggestions for improvement from various children’s
groups were put to vote on the website of the foundation. By autumn the seven winners had received prizes
for the implementation of their projects (www.kinderbarometer-hessen.de).

In December 2006 the project for primary prevention “Keiner faellt durchs Netz” (,Nobody Falls through the
Net") was launched. Its objectives are to identify and gain access to so-called risk families with the aim to
ensure that existing assistance do actually reach these burdened families before any harm is done to the
well-being of child. For this purpose midwives from the districts Bergstrasse and Offenbach are being trained
under the scientific supervision of Prof. Dr. med. Manfred Cierpka from Heidelberg University Hospital to be
“family midwives” so that they can offer support directly to the identified families with difficulties.

In 2006 the Odenwald Institute was able to successfully strengthen its position in the educational field and
besides offering seminars and individual trainings it managed to give impulses on current issues in the field
of education and value orientated issues. Solidly connected in networks and having co-operations with com-
petent partners the foundation was able to broaden the range of offers and expand the target groups. Sev-
eral new types of further education were launched successfully. Among others we would like to point out:
Train-the-trainer, NLP-Master-Training, and the SAT program. Especially further education in the fields of
coaching, counselling, mediation and personality development was in great demand. Since the further edu-
cation by the Odenwald Institute is approved by various umbrella organisations for example the German So-
ciety for Systematic and Family Therapy (DGSF), the German Society for Mediation in Business (DGMW),
the German Society for Transactional Analysis (DGTA), German Federation for Neuro-linguistic Program-
ming (DVNLP) the participants not only receive the Odenwald-Certificate but also an additional confirmation
of the quality of the knowledge they acquired in the Odenwald Institute.

In 2006 the Odenwald Institute carried out a total of 480 seminars, further education and events with
20.862 participant-days. Compared with 2005 this equals an increase of nearly 6 percent.

Highlights

Three Events on Comprehensive Learning

Due to the great response the concepts of comprehensive learning received at the conference “Bildung und
Be-Geisterung” (,Education and Enthusiasm®) in 2005 the institute addressed the subjects that were outlined
there in more detail in three events with concrete examples:

In cooperation with the initiative “Neue Schulen braucht das Land” (, The Country Needs New Schools") new
ideas for improving the quality of education and achieving more student orientation and the possibilities of
implementation were developed at a three-day big-group workshop in the spring with 250 participants from
the fields of school teaching, pedagogy and counseling.

The traditional annual conference of the institute in autumn took nearly 90 participants with on “an expedi-
tion” to the “strength of the enthusiasm”: Together with experts from Germany and Austria different ways of
experiencing enthusiasm were explored and experienced.

At the end of the year the SAT program especially developed for the personal development of teachers and
expects for further education by Dr. Claudio Naranjo, a worldwide leading therapist for Gestalt Therapy was
carried out in Germany for the very first time. The aim of the programme is to promote the competence to
achieve a better personal relationship with the students or learners and therefore be able to communicate
knowledge and to promote their integration and personal enhancement at the same time. This corresponds
to one of the central objectives of the institute which was very pleased that the first cornerstone of the pro-
gramme had found such a great response with 52 participants.
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Increasing Demand of Individual seminars

In 2006 requests from companies, institutions and teaching staff for individual ,in-house seminars” which can
be held in the Odenwald Institute as well as in the rooms of the clients rose considerably. The main interest
lies in seminars on teambuilding, communication and conflict management, but also in supervision days and
training for managers.

Innovative Further Education and Cooperation

The Odenwald Institute took part in a competition for “Innovation in der Weiterbildung in Hessen” (“Innova-
tions in Further Education of Hesse”) initiated by the Ministry of Economics of Hesse with its further educa-
tion programme for family pedagogues. The concept was praised and appreciated as very valuable.

Once again there was a demand of courses for teenagers, which the Odenwald Institute developed on behalf
of the communal Youth Educational Institution (“Jugendbildungswerk”) of the Bergstrasse district. New semi-
nars and workshops especially designed to address individual needs of school classes and youth groups
were able to be offered. A project week was designed for a “SchuB-Klasse" (“boost class”) to improve the ca-
reer opportunities of weak secondary school students and in which the students go through team training. At
the same time the teachers are strengthened in their competence to continue and develop the training in the
lessons. An evaluation that was been carried out in the meantime proved a definite positive effect of the
training.

The institute was able to pass on its aims and concepts in new cooperations as well as identify new target
groups and build up contacts to them. To mention especially: the Adult Education Association (Volk-
shochschulverband) of Baden-Wurttemberg (Progressive muscle relaxation), the FrauenKolleg (vocational
further education for women), the Frankfurter Ring (spirituality).

Art and Education

Just like the previous year the Art Days supported by the Sparkassenstiftung Starkenburg (Foundation of the
Savings Bank Starkenburg) and the community of Wald-Michelbach were held on the Tromm. Together with
six of his students the Polish Professor Zalewski created remarkable sculptures out of trunks of oaks and
Douglas fir trees from the Odenwald forest which were set up all around the buildings of the institute at the
“House der Mitte” (“House of the Centre”) and down the “Art Way” which was erected at the Trommer Hof in
2005. More than 200 interested guests used the possibility of the open day at the end of June get to know
not only the various and prominent concepts of seminars in workshops and conversations with the instruc-
tors, but also to look over the artists’ shoulder while they were at the work.

Service Improvement

Technical innovations were used to improve our service: since the installation of digital television all seminar
rooms of all houses can receive various television broadcasting stations and a wireless-LAN connection al-
lows surfing the internet without difficulty for the participants of the courses at Trommer Hof.

Favorable Trend — Clever Cooperations

The Osterberg Institute consolidated its position as a top address in the field of further education in Northern
Germany. With new training offers on subjects like ,leadership and personality” or “fairy tales” the institution
broadened its spectrum. Existing cooperations with other educational institutions were intensified: For exam-
ple the now third fully-booked round of the further education programme ,Train the Trainers" crowned the
successful collaboration with the University of Hamburg.

The Osterberg Institute recorded 12.117 participant-days in 2006. 302 courses were offered including
courses conducted by guests. 4.835 participants visited the institute.

Strong Media Partners

With “Fit fuers Leben. Weiterkommen durch Bildung” (“Fit for life. Getting Further by Education®), a media
and event partnership with sh:z, the biggest newspaper publishers of the Schleswig-Holstein, situated in
Flensburg with about 600,000 readers, new target groups were reached. The record result of the series of
five special pages and lectures was an evening lecture in Biidelsdorf near Rendsburg on “Life balance” with
about 400 participants.

The Osterberg Institute was repre-
sented side by side with Karl Kuebel
Foundation on the 2™ Schleswig-
Holstein Founder's Day in Lubeck.

A highlight: the flying visit of the good-
humoured Prime Minister Peter Harry
Carstensen (on the right) at the joint in-
formation stand.

The "Vaeter-und-Kinder-Tagung" (“Fathers-and-Children Conference”) in June 2006 was very successful.
The event with nearly 90 participants was overcrowded. 140 people came to the evening information meet-
ing on ,Hyperactivity and AD(H)S" with Osterberg instructor and partner Udo Baer in the district library of
Eutin.

,Globetrotter”, the market leader for outdoor
equipment, selected the Osterberg Institute as
its “base camp” for its educationally orientated
adventure and publicity campaign ,FAMILY
TROPHY 2006".

The team rustically camped outside in front of
the “Shell House” with seven nature-loving
families, but used the infrastructure of the
institute. It was obvious that the children were
having fun.

At various events of the FamilyGames, in courses and projects the Felsenweg Institute was able to reach a
total of about 72,000 people in 2006. The activities of the Felsenweg Institute are highly appreciated
throughout the state of Saxony. It was appointed into a committee of experts of the Ministry of Social Affairs
of Saxon concerned with family educational issues. At the end of 2006 the institute developed a new web
site. Furthermore since autumn 2006 there is a new brochure-frame which can be filled with the changing
contents. The main activities of the Felsenweg Institute are educational projects, the FamilyGames and pro-
fessional training.

Provincial Pilot Project

For the second year now the Felsenweg Institute has been leading the project “First Phase of Implementing
Family Education in Cooperation with Day Care Facilities" (2005 — 2007). This is a follow-up project of the
Provincial Pilot Project (“Landesmodellprojekt”) of Saxony (2001-2004) ,Family Education in Cooperation
with Day Care Facilities".

The results show, that:
day care facilities can be ,places of family education®,
by cooperating with day care facilities family education can reach an enlarged target group, in par-
ticular families with little education,
working with parents in day care facilities can be expanded and developed to become more of an
educational partnership.

In the current project these results and experiences are affirmed and expanded. The Felsenweg Institute de-
velops functional structures, suitable implementing instruments and exemplarily tests them in four pilot loca-
tions.

Family Education in the Network

Within the scope of the project ,,Family Education in the Network" (2005 — 2007) the Felsenweg Institute ad-
vises and accompanies about 30 family educational institutions Federal State of Saxony. Supporting organi-
sation of the project is the Paritatische Wohlfahrtsverband, Landesverband Sachen e.V.

The aim is to enhance the institutions concerned conceptually and to prepare them for their future require-
ments. For this purpose the Felsenweg Institute developed a suitable self-evaluation instrument. The neces-
sary support is given to the institutions by the means of single and group consultations as well as demand-
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oriented trainings. In addition workshops on various innovative subjects in the field of family education were
held in 2006, for example on networking and enlarging the target group.

FamilyGames

The educational play department
FamilyGames was also able to conduct a
number of exciting events in 2006 which
enjoyed great popularity. A highlight during
the year was once again the Saxon Family
Day accomplished on behalf of the Ministry
of Social Affairs of Saxony. The historic
town of Garlitz offered a lovely scenery for
11™ Saxon Family Day on the 17" June.

10,000 visitors were able to find informa-
tion all around the topic family and experi-
enced a day full of excitement, ideas and
the joy of playing games. Besides a family-
friendly programme on stage the play area
with more than 400 board games was also
a great attraction this year.

The historic bridge of Gorlitz/ Zgorzelec
became the scene of a unique action of in-
ternational understanding. Themed by the
motto “building bridges playing” Polish and
the German side of the river Neil3e were
connected by a more than 100 metre long
game (,The Settlers of Catan®).

FamilyGames let the “Spielende Elbschiff”
(“Game Boat”) ride the waves and held the
nationwide competition in playing “Zug um
Zug” (,Ticket to Ride"). The finale was car-
ried out in Duesseldorf with 500 partici-
pants.

FamilyGames was represented at all major game trade fairs. For example in Essen more than 40
FamilyGames associates work for German or foreign game manufacturers.

With a total of about 80 game events in 2006 the Felsenweg Institute was once again able to inspire
many people to play games together. All associates are convinced that playing games connect fami-
lies — resp. people in general — and promotes various competences.

Training for Professional Personnel Working in Educ ation

Besides the areas “Padagogische Projekte” (,Educational Projects”) and “FamilyGames” the course work
moved back into focus in 2006. The Felsenweg Institute has developed training modules with which profes-
sional educational staff in day care and after-school care facilities are to be strengthened for their tasks. A
special focus lies on activities which need in cooperation with parents. The understanding behind this stems
from the idea that the essential conditions for the development and education of children are laid in the fam-
ily. A fruitful cooperation of family and professional educational institutions oriented by the needs of the child
is essential. The Felsenweg Institute carried out events in Saxony and Thuringia.
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The main activities in development cooperation are projects in India, the Philippines and in Kosovo as well
as political educational work in Germany on development cooperation. Core objectives are to improve of the
living conditions of those groups of the population that are in great need and to increase the awareness of
global responsibility in Germany.

,BY supporting parents and families in various cultures we contribute to a comprehensive develop-
ment of their children in particular in the first three years".

,In the development cooperation we aim at improving living conditions of those groups of the popula-
tion groups that are in great need and contribute to more social justice. We support multipliers in their
educational work on development politics to raise the awareness of young people for the global re-
sponsibility*“.

More than six years have passed since the opening of the institute, and today named the "Centre for Excel-
lence in Human Development", it is an approved partner in the field of personnel development in develop-
ment cooperation and for training project staff in India.

The KKID is situated on the outskirts of the city of Coimbatore in the southern federal state of Tamil Nadu.
The institute has positioned itself well as a provider of training and education. It has a modern learning infra-
structure, a capacity of 100 beds and professional staff. Besides these quality features the participants regu-
larly receive compliments for the extraordinary position of the campus at the foot of the Nilgiri Mountains and
excellent service in the feedbacks.

The KKID 2006 in figures

- 15.202 participant-days - 6.601 participants from
- 228 events carried out with - 316 organisations
- 7 international events - 262 of which NGOs

The foundation headquarters intensely cooperates with the institute - in particular in the coordination of inter-
national programmes in the field of development cooperation: Since 2004 the KKID has been the supporting
organisation of the three-year project on evaluation of the effects of non-government organisations (NGO-
IDEAS). 14 German and 32 Indian partner organisations cooperate - and the synergy effects are showing re-
sults like newly developed programmes prove.

The institute is closely linked to the department of development cooperation of the foundation. There was a
high demand for events in cooperation with project partners on current subjects in 2006: After the Tsunami
the experiences were reviewed at the conference “Desaster Preparedness”. For the issue children and
HIV/AIDS the conference "National Consultation on Children and HIV/AIDS in India" took place. There are
publications on both events for downloading on the homepage of the Karl Kuebel Foundation.

The educational offers include programmes which open and can be individually adapted to the needs of the

organisations and companies. Due to the increased number of inquiries the area of trainings for quality de-
velopment and methodical expertise for companies has been taken up again in 2006.
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The institute at the foot

Since 2006 the institute cooperates with consultant-companies and coordinates external evaluations of NGO
projects. By doing so the KKID has got increasingly involved in the field of project work. In spring the man-
agement of the institute changed: Mr Roy D'Silva’s contract expired due to rotation and he was replaced by
Mr T. K. Nathan who has already been the manager of the institute between 2002 and 2004. Due to previous
experience of Mr T. K. Nathan the handover ran smoothly. With his knowledge he accumulated in the mean-
time he was able to give numerous new impulses to the programme work.

On inquiry the rooms are rented out as a conference location. The institute finances itself by the contribu-
tions of the participants, renting, own services for other projects and it is subsidised by Karl Kuebel Founda-
tion. Workshops on Logframe are regularly offered by instructors from Consulting EuronAid, so that the pro-
ject’s supporting organisation is always up-to-date on project planning. In particular a course on accounting
rules for co-financed projects by the German Federal Ministry for Economic Cooperation and Development
was held and has to be repeated in 2007 due to the high demand.

Tsunami Projects

With the big fund-raising events ,Hesse helps the flood victims®, ,Bensheim helps" and the cooperation pro-
ject ,Strahlemann children’s home* the Karl Kuebel Foundation reacted to the devastating flood disaster on
the 26™ December 2004. In seven villages on the west and east coast of India emergency help and long-
term reconstruction programs with Indian partners could be initiated immediately after the Tsunami.

14.02.-16.02.2006 - Workshop “Learnings from Disast er & Disaster Preparedness”, KKID

To improve the local coordination of the relief organisations the workshop “Learnings from Disaster & Disas-
ter Preparedness” was organised in February 2006 at the KKID (Coimbatore). 70 participants from interna-
tional and Indian non-governmental organisations (NROs) gathered to exchange “best practises” in the im-
plementation of their projects. In the presentations and discussions it became clear where the biggest mis-
takes had occurred in the reaction to the disaster and how the media coverage influenced the
implementation of the relief projects positively and negatively.

Suggestions to link disaster precaution and developing projects more closely together, to analyse the risk of
certain sites and to make use of psychological help are some of the results which can be found in the docu-
mentation of the workshop (on our homepage for downloading). No definite answer could be found to the
guestion whether the relief aid given up to now has met the local needs. While in some places long-standing
cooperation was strengthened, in other places local structures were torn apart. Common standards for relief
organisations to respect the idea of “helping people to help themselves” also in case of an emergency would
be a progress.

Cooperation with Other Relief Organisations
For the construction of houses in the village of Paramankeni the Karl Kuebel Foundation cooperated with two

other organisations, Caritas and Andheri-Help, for the first time. Despite the immense cost inflation during
the construction the planned 202 houses were erected. On the 22" February 2007 all new houses will be
handed over to the village.

Five inspectors who stayed for three days praised especially the focus of the programme on the affected
children and families and the flexible offer of just staying overnight. Another highlight in 2006 was handing
over of the first houses to their happy owners. The construction works in all projects will be concluded by
spring 2007.

Public Relations in Germany

An exhibition was designed to continuously inform the donators about the reconstruction works and everyday
life in the fishing villages. The exhibition, titled ,From the Disaster Back to Everyday Life*, comprises 30
large-size photographs and two text boards and started to tour through Hesse cities, communities and com-
panies after the opening event at the Representation of the Hesse State in Berlin. By the end of the year the
exhibition had already been shown in eleven different places. Very different hosts like the Frankfurt Book
Fair, which had India as its host country in 2006, the Historical Museum in Budingen, Odenwald communities
and the Hesse Centre for Political Education in Wiesbaden presented the exhibition. Through this impressive
photo documentation the foundation gave a broad audience the possibility to get an idea of the Tsunami, the
emergency aid and the development cooperation.

Perspectives

In 2006 big investments were realised just like in 2005 in the regaining a basis for income and in building
construction. In the follow-up the aim is to ensure the sustainability of the projects by a social mobilisation.
The night schools and the psychological service for the families will be continued, as well as the training pro-
grammes for alternative sources of income (tailoring, rope production, small animal husbandry) and the initia-
tion of savings groups for women and men. The struggle against poverty and education help to lower the
vulnerability towards coming disasters.

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Projects Against Child Labour in India

The issue "Child Labour" in India is marked by different facts which make it appear almost paradox: The leg-
islation has a long history on this topic which goes back until 1881.

The Indian constitution of 1951 establishes compulsory edu-
cation for all children between six and 14 years of age, but at
the end of 2006 international surveys still estimate the actual
number of child labourers in India to be more than 100 million
— depending on which definition “Work” and “Child” they use.

For more than three years now the Karl Kuebel Foundation
has also been successfully involved in the struggle against
child labour on the subcontinent, working together with five
partner organisations in different projects. The main activities
are the so-called bridge schools. These are institutions simi-
lar to boarding schools in which at the moment 508 former
child labourers between the age of six and 14 years live and
learn.

Another core objective is to support the families of these chil-
dren by granting microcredits and conducting income gener-
ating measures. Besides this they receive various trainings
and are encouraged to advocate education and child rights.

HIV/AIDS becomes a subject in India — Especially th e children are affected

In 2006 the work of the foundation reached a new, additional level which will receive even more attention in
future: HIV/AIDS - a subject of alarming importance in India today. Since 2006 the subcontinent registers the
highest absolute number of HIV/AIDS infected people worldwide, in total 5.7 million Indians are officially reg-
istered. Nobody knows how high the number of those might be, who are not registered. It is especially diffi-
cult to estimate on how high the number of the infected children could be. Some figures presume that
approx. 200,000 people under the age of 18 live with the virus — often without any medical care. The number
of children, who are affected indirectly because they live together with infected members of the family, is also
alarmingly high. The children hardly benefit from the state institutions which have been established to fight
the illness.

About 50 representatives of different international and Indian development organisations like UNICEF,
USAID, Alliance India, but also lawyers, doctors and people concerned met at the KKID for the Workshop
“National Consultation on Children and HIV/AIDS in India” from the 14" to the 16" October. The organisers
were the Karl Kuebel Foundation as well as the Native Medicare Charitable Trust (NMCT). Both institutions
have been involved in a joint project against child labour for more than two years. The project formed the
base for the Workshop: Due to the day-to-day experiences in the project location, in and around the city of
Coimbatore, they wanted to draw attention to the underestimated problems of children affected by HIV/AIDS.
Since, if the parents become very ill, the children often take over the role of the breadwinners.

The Karl Kuebel Foundation and its partner NMCT pursued two purposes with the event: develop action in-
structions (“best practices”) for projects and draft policy recommendations to be implemented by the Indian
legislator. The Workshop was made up of three topic areas discrimination, health & medicine and law in
which different experts were able to exchange their experiences. It quickly became clear that, above all, the
area "discrimination" is the most important field for project work.

The protection or creation of “normality” is enormously important for people who have been infected by the
virus and their families. Repeatedly projects were appreciated because their approaches also aim at the im-
mediate social surroundings of the affected people. Concrete examples from the everyday life of the single
organisations showed that project planning and execution in the fight against HIV/AIDS in India are still at the
very beginning.

Nevertheless, there are signs that the state agencies are beginning to acknowledge the challenges and to
take measures. This was obvious from the opening of the conference: In her speech the Indian Minister for
Empowerment, Meira Kumar, gave a lot of attention to the widespread discrimination of whole families of
HIV/AIDS-affected people.

Under the title "We are the Future" the Karl Kuebel Foundation and the Indian
organisation VIKASANA have published an English-speaking pamphlet on
the subject ,, child employment in India “.

The 72-page publication illustrates an international conference which was
held at the Karl Kuebel Institute for Development Education (KKID) in Coim-
batore, southern India, in October 2004 in and was co-financed by the EU
Commission.

In autumn 2005 a workshop took place in south-
ern India on the topic ,,Child Trafficking in India“ in
which representatives from NGOs, from law, soci-
ety and politics took part.

In summer 2006 the English documentation was
published in which not only an action plan but also
contributions from experts and addresses of the
organisations which are involved in the fight
against child trafficking in India can be found.

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Renewable energy in the poverty fight in India

Since July 2006 Karl Kuebel Foundation has supported a new approach in the fight against rural poverty.
Around one quarter of the world population has no regular access to electricity. Also in India, one of the main
partner countries of the foundation, many people in particular in the rural areas have no access to the public
power net or only receive electricity for a few hours a day. The biggest part of the population remains ex-
cluded from the continuing economic boom of the country.

Learning in the evening be-
comes possible with solar
lamps — here in a non for-
mal school for preschool
children in  Chattisgarh,
Central India.

Different studies have shown that a regular energy supply leads to a significant rise of the per-capita income
also in the poor social classes. Hence, the Karl Kuebel Foundation has set itself the task to reduce rural
poverty with two new projects by implementing a decentralised energy supply among other things. Together
with a bundle of accompanying measures different regenerative energy technologies are applied which allow
a locally self-administered energy supply.

252 families — about 1,260 people - from eight remote villages in the federal state of Orissa in the east of In-
dia are being supported by these two projects that are co-financed by the Federal Ministry of Economic De-
velopment and Cooperation (BMZ). These people belong to the native population or the lower castes and
live at or below the poverty line. They rely on marginal agriculture and retail trade to make a living. In search
of work many inhabitants have to move to the urban areas at times where they work as day-labourers.

At a one-week conference on the subject ,Renewable Energy in the Struggle Against Poverty" at the KKID in
March 2005 the following objectives were outlined: to improve the income, health and educational situation
of the target groups by ensuring a sustainable decentralised energy supply and providing hygienic latrines.

In detail the following activities were to be implemented:

In five villages private latrines with adjoining washing rooms are being established for 131 house-
holds. The water is supplied by five high containers which are filled via solar pumps regularly. To be
able to operate the pumps also in darkness and to use spare electricity for income generating meas-
ures, sets of accus are provided for every solar energy system.

In addition, women's groups are being supported in the production of besoms and leaf plates as an
opportunity for additional income. The evening hours can be used for additional manufacturing be-
cause of the available electrical light.

In another village the construction of a small hydroelectric power plant is planned for 177 persons.
There are good natural conditions for this special type of power station. By erecting a dam it is pos-
sible to recreate a small lake which will provide the necessary hydraulic pressure for operating an
electric turbine. The power station will according to season have a capacity of 35 — 50 kW. It is
planned to supply all houses in the community with electricity from the small power station.
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Furthermore an electric machine for taking the husks off lentils and beans will be purchased as an
income generating measure for the whole community after completion of the installation. As working
capital the members of the local self-help groups receive a one off subsidy which will be granted as a
credit to the villagers and must be paid back to the self-help groups.

Another village with 297 inhabitants was selected for the construction of a small biomass-power sta-
tion. The community has enough land at its disposal to produce the necessary amount in biomass.
All households in the target community will be supplied with electricity from this plant. Because the
power station will only run during the day, additional batteries will be installed to store the generated
electricity.

The electricity will not only be used to provide each household but also for the simple road lights, and
it is planned to operate an electric oil press in the village after the installation of the power station is
completed to create other forms of income.

The construction of the third type of power station is planned for the community of Usabaliis. This vil-
lage has neither any sufficient resource for biomass nor is there a river close by. Therefore, it was
decided to construct a small solar power station to supply this community with energy. In the centre
of the village a small building will be erected to store the required batteries and technical equipment.
In the project area the sun shines enough — at least 300 days a year are necessary with 6 — 7 solar
hours per day.

The required solar panels are installed on the roof of the plant and can produce about one kW of en-
ergy. This is enough to supply every household in the village with at least one source of light and to
enable a simple form of road lighting for about five hours a day.

The costs for the measures mentioned above amount to a total of 334,000 euros for a duration of four
years.

The Philippines

Successful Foundation Cooperation: W. P. Schmitz Fo  undation and the Karl Kuebel Foundation draw
a positive balance of their cooperation

For the past five years now the W. P. Schmitz Foundation, situated in Duesseldorf, has been working to-
gether with the Karl Kuebel Foundation to improve the living conditions of poverty stricken peasants in the
Philippines and supports local partner organisations in the struggle against the sexual exploitation of chil-
dren. In November 2006 representatives of both foundations visited the programmes they are supporting and
drew an extremely positive balance of their engagement.

Knowing that successful development cooperation needs of an enhanced donor coordination, both founda-
tions had already decided in 2001 on their first cooperation and had promoted a small pilot programme in the
Philippines together. Due to the positive experiences resulting from this, two big programmes for fighting
poverty and rehabilitating children who were forced into prostitution were developed and in the following suc-
cessfully conducted with the partner organisations in the Philippines.

Thanks to the commitment and the good cooperation of both foundations they have been successful in mobi-
lising nearly one million euros for the implementation of their programmes until today. The Federal Ministry of
Economic Cooperation and Development (BMZ) also acknowledged this form of the foundation cooperation
by co-financing the programmes with about 70 percent of the total expenses. More than 600 impoverished
peasant families from the province of Negros subsequently received microcredits, technical know-how and
were supported in building up a sustainable economic existence.

In the southern metropolis of Cebu City a rehabilitation centre was opened which offers the chance to re-
solve their traumatic experiences for more than 60 girls and young women who have been sexually ex-
ploited, prepare them for an independent life and help them to reintegrate into society.

~We are very glad that we were
able to bring the personnel and
financial resources of both en-
dowments together. Thereby, we
have succeeded in realising the
"founder's wills" together with our
Philippine partners to the benefit
of the poor and underprivileged
groups and were able to contrib-
ute to the direct improvement of
the living conditions of the people.
We hope that this will also be
possible in this form in future*.

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Kosovo

» Education to peace and tolerance": Lasting engage ment for peace education and peace protection
in Kosovo

Kosovo has not settled down yet. The question of the future constitutional status is still a serious issue of
conflict between Albanians and Serbs. This status will have an impact on major parts of everyday life and the
future. Primarily, it is a question of security, identity and the right of self-determination of the ethnic communi-
ties living in Kosovo. Several problems due to the war have not been solved yet and social structures have
only rudimentarily been rebuilt. The lack of trust and the persisting reservations between the once “hostile”
groups complicate the reconciliation process. Besides, Kosovo which has always been considered as the
"poorhouse of Yugoslavia“ lacks developing perspectives.

Against this background the Karl Kuebel Foundation together with CARE Germany, the BMZ as well as
CARE International has been committed for the past seven years now to making Kosovo a responsible
bearer supporting the reconciliation process, democracy and substantial peace building in Kosovo. At first
only proposed as a pilot project for psychosocial support and reintegration of war-traumatised children and
their families into school and communal life, the plan was extended in the course of the years both geo-
graphically and regarding the content.

Besides training teachers in dealing with traumas and the application of therapeutic play group activities for
facilitating the healing and reintegration process of the children, the project ,Education for Peace and Toler-
ance" introduces participative and student-centred teaching methods. Basic democratic values and human
rights are taught in the target schools, youth promoters are trained and school communities and authorities
mobilised to create a child-friendly learning atmosphere. The school should become a safe place for the stu-
dents where respect for different individuals is promoted and exercised by everyone.

Up to the conclusion of the project
.Education for Peace and
Tolerance — Phase II* in May 2006,
a total of about 12,000 students
and more than 700 teachers of
different ethnic communities in 25
school locations in the region of
Prizren were involved in all the
project phases. An external project
evaluation proved the desired
changes in behaviour of the
majority of the target groups.

Following this success, the project
also supported by the BMZ was
expanded to twelve elementary
schools in the nationalistic Albanian
Central Kosovo in June 2006 to
also reach the "hardcore" areas
and to actively integrate them into

Interactive school lessons in the joint project with the BMZ in the process of the building a culture
Kosovo of peace.

The target groups of the two-year plan ,Education for Peace and Tolerance - Phase IlI* are about 7,300 chil-
dren or students and their families as well as 300 teachers and local decision makers. Just like the previous
project the core aims are to teach democratic values, conflict prevention, non-violent conflict solution and the
gradually guiding Kosovo into understanding itself as being multi-ethnic. The introduction of the project into
this part of Kosovo which is seen as extremely conservative was very successful and the results here are
expected to be the same as in Phase II.
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Since May 2004 a
second joint project with
CARE Germany and
Germany financial
support from the Euro-
pean Commission has
been launched in the
region of Gjilan/Gnjilane
in the east and
southeast of Kosovo.

It is titled ,,Education of
Human Rights and
Interethnic Dialog".

The target groups are 7,800 children and youngsters, about 400 teachers and base groups of different ethnic

affiliations. In this project especially Serbian villagers and schools are asked to participate for the first time.
The project is based on proven measures for the creation of a culture of peace to strengthen social struc-

tures to rebuild communication beyond the conflict line.

The majority of positive effects which the project had on its target groups — especially children, youths,
teachers and women — as well as the contribution to the peace process and reconciliation were also ascer-
tained and confirmed by an independent consultant in March 2006 during an interim evaluation.

India has also remained a focal point of the educational work on development cooperation of the Karl Kuebel
Foundation in 2006. The area of teacher training was intensified. The Hessian Institute of Quality Develop-
ment (1Q) expressed their appreciation especially to the seminar work. After participating in the seminar the
participants do now not only receive a certificate of the foundation but also graduate credits for their portfolio.

Teachers at the summer school have confirmed that working on the topic of India is exciting and pays off.
The participants had intensely discussed the structure of Indian society, the caste system and the role of
women. The Indian instructor amazed everyone by her casual attitude towards marriages arranged via Inter-
net, marriage in general and by her self-confident manner. ,Existing current stereotypes were challenged to-
day!“, was the reaction of an experienced teacher who took part in the seminar. Other topics addressed were
the situation of women in rural village communities and their contribution to the development.

The training was not only theoretical.
On two days also practical exercises
were done for use in the schools.

The exercises were about under-
standing the ceremony for the broth-
ers-and-sisters-celebration Raksha
Badhan (see picture), getting to
know Indian fabric printing and In-
dian cooking.

Above all, the overriding question always was: ,How can | present this topic in school, what is the relation for
example to the English lessons, which materials are available?* At the Youth Campaign of the foundation dif-
ferent teaching material, films and “study boxes” which help to put the contents of the training into practice
are available to the teachers.

One of the aims of the seminars was to introduce the project ,School Bridges to India“, which is supported by
the BMZ, to a wide group of teaching staff in order to find teachers who might establish a sustainable school
partnership with a school in India at their school.

The final activity at the end of project was launched in March with a big exhibition of students’ works in the
District Office of Heppenheim. The “islands of the peace", that were shown there, are visible and impressive
results of the teaching units which had been organised by the Youth Campaign in grades four to thirteen
from 2004 to 2006. The presentation was complemented with interactive participation-stations which were
designed as a part of a series by “learning stations” for the application in the lessons. The stations were al-
ready a success during the well-attended opening of the exhibition: More than 100 teenagers took part in it
with their teachers during the 10-day exhibition period.

Supported by the Youth Campaign a project week entitled ,Escape Route Labyrinth* was organised in Sep-
tember 2006 at the Geschwister-Scholl School in Bensheim. The Adventure-Exhibition located in a big con-
tainer on the playground gave students an impression of what it is like having to flee from ones home coun-
try, asylum and social prejudices. Listening to a radio play which led the visitors through the exhibition, the
students were able to experience the journey refugees have to make until they arrive in Germany.

These impressions were additionally discussed and deepened in the lessons. Supported by the previously
prepared learning stations on different topics, for example the movements of refugees were marked, the
countries concerned identified, information about relief organisations found or own thoughts were expressed
in poems. A total of 500 pupils from grades eight to eleven had the opportunity to change their perspective
and to experience school lessons differently for once.

It was very important for us that refugees and migrants were involved in the preparation and realisation of
both big events.

The educational project supported by the INnWEnt gGmbH with funds from BMZ was successfully completed.
The learning stations have also been available as a download on our homepage under the title "Refugees"
since December 2006 and are updated regularly.
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“See for yourself that help really gets there” - Ma  tthias Wilkes, head of district authority, in South ern
India

On his trip to the southern tip of India with the Gutpearle Foundation in March 2006 the head of the district
authority, Matthias Wilkes, stopped in Helen Colony and Enayam. These villages are the project area for the
association ,Bensheim helps" which was founded by citizens of Bensheim after the Tsunami in South-East
Asia. The reconstruction programme which was immediately launched after the disaster and is led by Karl
Kuebel Foundation with respect to form and content has helped the families of fishermen to re-establish their
basis for income and will continue supporting the villages until 2008. Besides providing boats and nets, sup-
porting the affected children and providing a professional training programme for young women are of great
importance. ,It was my wish to actually see for myself that the help gets here®, said Wilkes.

Father Kullicke visiting the foundation

Father Heinz Kuliike, who has been working
as a Steyler missionary on the Philippines for
the past 20 years now, described his work on
the garbage dumps, in the red light districts
and in the streets of the metropolis of Cebu
City, southern Philippines, in a depressing
talk in July 2006.

Kullicke actually works as a full-time
philosophy professor at the San Carlos
University in the city. He dedicated his spare
time to the street children, homeless, child
prostitutes and the so called “garbage
people” on the gigantic garbage dumps.
From the example of his work it became
clear: Help takes a long time.

Today, after 20 years of work, he sees positive results: Children who were searching the garbage some
years ago have disappeared from the garbage dumps. Father Heinz — also with the help of the foundation -
ensured that kindergartens were set up, children go to school and the first of them have managed to gradu-
ate from school and have trained in proper professions. The Karl Kuebel Foundation has been supporting
resettlement projects for many years, so that the people can leave the inhuman living conditions of the
dumps behind them. In line with the idea of “helping people to help themselves”, the people participate in the
construction of houses and later-on return funds received for the house and land in small instalments.

In India this will help finance the
so-called "bridge schools".

,In cooperating with the Karl Kuebel Foundation it is our aim to give children a real chance for their future.

At the beginning of December 2006 the
Strahlemann Initiative, a Network of Business
people from Odenwald, handed over two
cheques of a total of 45,100 euros to Karl Kuebel
Foundation.

With the amount of 12,100 euros different pro-
jects will be supported which help child workers to
leave their inhuman employment conditions and
return to the standard educational system. Up to
now several hundred children have successfully
ended child labour in three project locations in
Southern India and could be sent back to school
again.

With the amount of 33,000 euros the Strahlemann children’s home in Nagapattinam (Southern India) will be
supported - a joint project, with which a new home is to be established for about 100 children who have lost
father, mother or close members of the family in the disastrous Tsunami at the end of 2004. Meanwhile, the
home which was inaugurated in the summer is seen as exemplary. Both the Karl Kuebel Foundation and the
Strahlemann Initiative have pledged their obligation to support this institution at least for the next ten years to
help the development of the children in the long term.

1) Supporting scientific research in order to obtain detailed information for the work of the foundation to
achieve a deeper understanding in which ways the child’ development can be promoted or is harmed from its
pre-natal life onwards, resulting in recommendations and evaluations of the foundation’s projects regarding
the effectiveness with which they achieve the aims of the foundation.

2) Continuing the work of the existing facilities and establishing new institutions for training families, parents
and voluntary workers as well as professional staff and multipliers for their tasks in line with the aims of the
foundation.

3) Continuing and improving the cooperation with other (in particular approved) charity organizations and in-
stitutions in the area of development aid especially under the aspect of “helping people to help themselves”.

4) Developing pilot educational institutes to enhance the quality of project work in the "Third World" and con-
stituting a Youth Campaign in Germany to raise the awareness of the mutual development in the world.
